MEMBERSHIP 

The European Shooting Confederation shall 

be composed of European shooting 

federations of the nations represented in the 

European Olympic Committees 

Organisation (EOC). The shooting 

federation shall be approved by the ESC 

Presidium as the sole governing body of 

shooting sports in their country, and be a 

member of and recognised by their 

respective National Olympic Committee, 

which is a full member of the International 

Olympic Committee. 

 

Membership is open to one Federation from 

each country. Countries with two member 

federations recognised prior to 1999 may 

retain dual membership, but no new 

applications for membership shall be 

accepted from more than one federation per 

country. If two federations represent a 

country, each federation shall pay half the 

membership fee. 

 

A federation not having paid any amount 

owing by the due date will be charged 

interest at the rate of 10% per annum on the 

amount outstanding from the date due. 

 

Any federation who has not paid any 

amount or interest owing by the due date 

will not be permitted to enter the next 

championships until the full amount 

outstanding has been paid. 

 

The ISSF Code of Ethics must be followed 

by all members of the European Shooting 

Confederation, teams, officials and athletes. 

 

The ISSF Anti-Doping Regulations must be 

followed by all members of the European 

Shooting Confederation, teams, officials

MEMBERSHIP 

The ESC is European Shooting Confederation 

shall be composed of European shooting 

federations of the nations represented in the 

European Olympic Committees Organisation 

(EOC). The shooting federation shall be 

approved by the ESC Presidium as the sole 

governing body of shooting sports in their 

country, and be a member of and recognised by 

their respective National Olympic Committee, 

which is  must be a full member of the 

International Olympic Committee.

A federation not having paid any amount owing 

by the due date will be charged interest at the 

rate of 10% per annum on the amount 

outstanding from the date due. 

 

Any federation who has not paid any amount or 

interest owing by the due date will not be 

permitted to enter the next championships until 

the full amount outstanding has been paid.

Regulations and decisions made under them, 

 

to be responsible for the conduct of its athletes, 

officials or other team members exercising a 

function at ESC competitions, 

 

to pay the annual membership fee, 

 

to meet the responsibility as Host Federation 

entrusted with the organisation of the European 

Championships, including all obligations in 

accordance with the regulations of the ESC 

Statutes, ESC General Regulations and the 

ISSF Rules in terms to organisation, finances 

and all other aspects of organisation in relation 

with ESC and third parties. 

 

SUSPENSION AND EXCLUSION FROM 

THE ESC 

A Member Federation may be excluded from 

the ESC if it has: 

failed to settle its financial obligations towards 

the ESC,  

 

seriously breached these Statutes, ESC General 

Regulations or decision made under them, 

 

lost its qualifying status as a representative 

national shooting federation, 

 

been refused membership of, or excluded from 

the ISSF. 

 

The exclusion of a Member Federation must be 

decided by the General Assembly. The 

exclusion must be supported by three-quarters 

or more of the General Assembly, and at least 

half of the total number of member Federations 

must be represented 

 

A Member Federation is obliged to settle all

If in the election for President no candidate 

receives an absolute majority of valid votes cast 

(50% plus 1 vote), a second ballot shall must be 

taken between the two candidates who have 

received the highest number of votes. The 

candidate, who then receives the higher number 

of votes, will be declared elected. 

 

The elections for the remaining places will be 

decided by a simple majority. 

 

The newly elected President, the Vice-

Presidents and the members of the Presidium 

take office after the closing of the General 

Assembly.

reserved for a woman or a man.

PRESIDIUM 

The Presidium consists of: 

- the President 

- the two (2) Vice Presidents 

- eight  (8) members of the Presidium. 

 

The President represents the ESC.  

 

The President should, inter alia, have the 

following roles and duties:  

 

 to preside at all meetings of the General 

Assembly and the Presidium, 

 

to represent the ESC in all dealings with the 

ISSF and any other relevant international   

organisation, on behalf of the ESC in 

consultation with the members of the 

Presidium, 

 

to maintain relations with the ISSF and the ESC 

member Federations, 

 

to create and propose to the Presidium and the 

General Assembly the strategic plan for 

developing the ESC and the shooting sport in 

Europe,  

 

to take responsibility for the general 

management and well-being of the ESC, 

 

to negotiate or to oversee the negotiation of all 

major contracts on behalf of ESC in 

consultation with the members of the 

Presidium, 

 

to create any task force or working group 

he/she may deem necessary or advisable to 

address any urgent situation, 

 

to supervise the work of the Secretariat.

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THE GUIDELINES FOR THE ATHLETES' COMMITTEE 

The duties of the Athletes' Committee are the following: 

1. To consider issues related to athletes and to report to the ESC; 

2. To gather information and opinions on athletes’ needs and problems during training and 

competitions at the European Championships; 

3. Torepresent the rights and interests of athletes and to make related recommendations to the 

ESC Presidium; 

4. To maintain contact with the ISSF Athletes' Committee; 

5. Tosupport the fight against doping. 

The Athletes' Committee consists of seven (7) athletes (2 Rifle, 2 Pistol, 2 Shotgun and one Running 

target athlete), elected by athletes during the European Championships (the last ECH of discipline 

group before the elections). Rifle, Pistol and Shotgun must be represented by one man and one 

woman each.  

The Athletes' Committee is composed of a majority of athletes who, at  the time of their 

election/nomination, are at least participating in competitions of the european or/and international 

level in the corresponding dicipline group (Pistol, Rifle, Shotgun and RT), or have done so within the 

previous four years. 

The Athlete's Committee convenes at least once a year, according to invitation of the Chairperson of 

the Athletes’ Committee or the ESC President. The ESC President has a right to invite the 

representative of the Athletes Committee to take part in the Presidium meeting when the topic on the 

agenda is related to the rights and interests of athletes. The minutes of the Committee meetings must 

be submitted to the President within four (4) weeks, and proposals at least six (6) weeks before the 

next meeting of the Presidium.  

The Athletes' Committee is represented at the ESC General Assembly by two members who must be 

athletes elected by the Committee, who have no voting right, but have the right to speak.  

The term of office is four years. The members of the Athletes’ Committee are eligible for re-election, 

but only once. 

The nominations will be done by the Member Federations – one nomination per Member Federation. 

The ESC Member Federations may present a candidate for the Athletes’ Committee according to the 

Guidelines to the ESC Statutes, but not earlier than two (2) months before and not later than 15 days 

before the day of the opening ceremony of the European Championships.  

The Secretary General will establish a list of all nominated candidates including a C.V. separately for 

each discipline group. This list will be published at the ESC website.  

With the accreditation of all participating athletes in the European Championships each athlete will 

be given a voting paper showing all the candidates and all the information on the voting procedure. 

Each athlete may vote for a maximum of two (2) athletes in Pistol, Rifle and Shotgun and one (1) in 

Running target shooting discipline. The two (2) athletes in Rifle, Pistol and Shotgun and one athlete 

in Running Target who have received the highest number of votes, will be considered elected as 

members of the Athletes’ Committee. 

The Chairperson has to be elected by the Athletes' Committee members during their first meeting.  

The ESC Memeber Federation is obliged to support and cover all necessary costs of its athlete in the 

Athletes’ Committee.  
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
